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Pupil Premium 2015/16
The Pupil Premium Grant (PPG) is an amount of money allocated to schools through their budget based on the number of children in receipt of Free School Meals (FSM). Each school allocates the grant to provide for the needs of its pupils with the aim of narrowing the gap between the progress and attainment of the lowest achieving children and the national expectations for their year group. The allocation of funds in each school will depend on the school context and the needs of individual children and groups of pupils. This means that there must be a flexible use of the money that may result in money being allocated differently across schools as priorities may vary year on year.

In our school we currently have 200 pupils on our roll. 
Our current PPG is £25476 based on 15 pupils and it is being used to help fund:

· Access to PSP (Primary Support Partnership) team and development of alternative provision

· Contribution for curriculum enrichment, including residentials and school trips.

· Cohort provision with additional adults

· Code X Catch up accelerated reading interventions

· LSAs to run club at lunchtime for targeted children
· LSA designated to pastoral interventions

· Training/support for staff 
· Free milk for targeted children under 7yrs.
The reason we have made these decisions are:

· Targeted one-to-one interventions

· Targeted group work for vulnerable children

· Small group work to improve progress across the school in maths and english.
· Children having healthy drink with their snack.
The recent benefits/outcomes we see for our pupils arising from our actions are:

· Good behaviour throughout the school

· Improved self esteem

· More targeted approach to learning in addressing the needs of vulnerable children.

· 100% of our PP children achieved the expected standard in Maths 

· 100% of our PP children achieved the expected standard Grammar, Punctuation and Spelling.
